Overview

Novice-low learners often use gestures and pictures to convey
meaning.

Presentational: Precan.ational communication involves presenting information, concepts, and ideas to
an audience cr v.ste.ners or readers on various topics. Novice Low learners express basic information
about themse'ves using memorized words and phrases, with the help of gestures or visuals.
